UNIVERSITY EARLY ENTRY PROGRAMS

One of the main early entry programs is the Schools Recommendation Scheme (SRS). Applications
open for this on 3 April when University applications open.

The Schools Recommendation Scheme (SRS) is one way institutions make early offers of
undergraduate admission to Year 12 studenis. They do this by using criteria other than (or in
addition ta) the ATAR.

To apply for SRS you must be a Year 12 applicant who is attempting one of the following:

B an Australian Year 12 qualification in 2023

B an International Baccalaureate in Australia in 2023.

Participating institutions may use one or more of the following criteria listed when considering
your application:

W your Year 11 studies (1B and interstate students will need to upload a PDF of their Year 11
school report)

B your school's rating of your aptitudes

B your Educational Access Schemes (EAS) application {if applicable).
Institutions will then make offers based:

W scolely on SRS criteria

W on both SRS criteria and ATAR/selection rank

B on 3RS criteria and ATAR and eguity criteria.

Each institution has its own policy for determining SRS eligibility and making offers. For example,
you may also have to submit an EAS application institution-defined dates, or attend a school in a

particular region.

SRS is not available for all courses. The institution-specific SRS criteria detail any exceptions.

UAC

Everything you need to know about the ATAR in (just over) 2 minutes

HSC students: don’t stress!

Here’s a quick and simple ATAR explainer without all the jargon.

The ATAR is a rank, not a mark.

The Australian Tertiary Admission Rank (ATAR) is a number between 0.00 and 99.95 that indicates a
student’s position relative to all the students in their age group (i.e. all 16 to 20 year olds in NSW). So,
an ATAR of 80.00 means that you are 20 per cent from the top of your age group (not your Year 12
group).

Universities use the ATAR to help them select students for their courses and admission to most tertiary
courses is based on your selection rank (your ATAR + any applicable adjustments). Most universities
also use other criteria when selecting students (e.g. a personal statement, a questionnaire, a portfolio
of work, an audition, an interview or a test).

The Pros and Cons about an Accountancy Career

The world is full of accountancy grads who aren’t working as accountants. Some are musicians (Mick
Jagger), some comedians (Eddie Izzard) and some novelists (John Grisham). Believe it or not, some are
even mixed martial arts cage fighters (Chuck ‘The Iceman’ Liddell). Of course, most accountancy grads
do go on to become accountants, at least for a period of time. But before you do so it’s worth doing a
little accounting of your own about the benefits and costs involved.
