RIEP has partnered with Bara Barang Corporation Ltd to develop a construction and cultural
program for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students on the Central Coast.

The one day construction project, delivered by Construction Trade Qualifications (CTQ), will give
students an opportunity to build a picnic bench whilst learning the foundations of the
construction industry. Students will gain a greater understanding of the entry level
requirements of construction industry and insights on employer expectations. Students will also
develop a better understanding of their pathway choices beyond 2024.

The team at Bara Barang will be supporting this program by connecting with students to discuss
Aboriginal identity and cultural education. Students will learn how kinship responsibility relates
to work education and career planning.

On completion of the project, the picnic benches will be transported to Bara Barang’s facility at
Raspberry Fields, Mangrove Mountain.

Participating students and schools will be invited to the opening of the Raspberry Fields facility
later this year where they will have the chance to see their picnic bench take pride of place.
