e Law Admission Test - used for part of the admission process for Law degrees balanced in
combination with a student’s ATAR result

e Portfolio Entry and Critical Thinking Early Entry conditional programs can provide 10 ATAR
points towards your selection rank

e Architecture — after Bachelor’s 3 year degree, a 2 year Masters degree is needed to be an
Architect

e Engineering is a four year Honours course with three years coursework and a fourth year doing
an honours thesis

e The Business course has various specialities including Marketing, Accounting and Finance

e The Elite Athletes, Performers and Leaders program can provide additional selection points
toward UNSW entry

The main difference between an apprenticeship and a traineeship is that a traineeship can be within a
broader range of occupations and is run either part-time or full-time, where you are employed and
trained for typically between one to two years; compared to an apprenticeship, which covers skilled
trades and takes around four years to complete.

Hard skills explained

Hard skills are: specific, quantifiable knowledge or abilities required for a job.

Increasingly, the most sought after hard skills will be in the areas of information and communications
technology, machine learning algorithms, data science, drone piloting, information security,
mechatronics, and remote equipment management."

Hard skills are sometimes referred to as the 'doing skills'. These skills are ones that you can learn
through the more 'traditional' education techniques and tend to be career specific.

Soft skills explained

Soft skills are otherwise described as “human”, “socia
skills.

They include communication, collaboration, customer service, ethics, creativity, complex problem
solving, critical thinking, digital literacy, adaptability/'learn-ability', cognitive flexibility, emotional
intelligence, initiative, judgement, decision-making, negotiation and persuasion, people management
and conflict management.

These are often considered 'human’ skills, as they are about being human and interacting with other
humans. They are the most in-demand skills because they are transferable between jobs and even
industries.
